They started prayer walking in all directions from 
their apartment. They tried to meet people and talk with them.

In 2020, they saw a woman and her granddaughter profess faith in Christ 
and they were baptized. Others in their family had become Christians 
through many meetings, classes and discussions. Let’s pray for Jack and 
Prinna as they continue to look for ways to share Christ with this lost nation.
